The project will also feature the world's largest directory of secular groups to join." The new calendar from Jonathan Monsarrat is due for release by the end of 2013.

"Non-belief is the most rapidly growing kind of belief philosophy in America," Monsarrat said, "and it's time to get a seat at the table in public discussion. We are real people, and those who are hateful towards us are no different than those who are hateful towards other minorities."
