It is the second leading source of fatal lung cancer because it results from natural causes and can ail literally any building. As such, the EPA has delegated January as National Radon Month.

Surface water poses much less of a threat than ground water, whether it stems from a private well or public supply. Sealing cracks in foundations can be effective but the best way to celebrate National Radon Month is to install a vent fan system that will draw unwanted radon gas from the house.
